¸ After a period of time she tried to introduce the person she committed 
adultery with to her new fellowship and leaders as if this was a new 
friend. The current leaders did not know who the man was that she was 
introducing.

¸ This adultery caused serious pain in families and two churches and now 
was trying to infect a third ministry.  

¸ She was met with and told if she did not break this relationship off 
immediately she would be brought before the churches leaders and a 
rebuke would be given. If this was not received, she would be put outside 
the fellowship per the following scriptural precedent.
