We declared on Yom Kippur a solemn
assembly, with the Bridegroom night of burnt
offerings (intercession) in repentance.



The 4 Elements Of Atonement

1. Hold A Convocation (Assembly).
2. Humble Your Souls (Fasting).

3. Present An Offering (burnt & peace Jud. 20:26).
A Burnt offering is for sinfulness i Christ the Messiah.

A Peace / Heave / Wave offering. One part for the
Priest (house of worship) and the rest for the those
offering it in order to feed the poor during
Tabernacles, it represents a meal with the Lord.

4. Do No Work.
A A day of reflection before the Lord.



The Day Of Atonement

A It begins at Sunset on the 9. of Tishrei and
ends at sunset on the 10", of Tishrei.

A Atonement is a day to devote 24 hours to prayer
and worship unto The King of Kings. In Israel the
whole country stops and there are no cars on
the roads, even secular Hebrews take this day

off.

A For the Christians we are to stop all activities
besides prayer and worship, we are to stop
eating and drinking (afflict our souls). In other
words all of our being is being summoned to The

Presence of The Lord!



This Was Done Once Per Year

Lev 16:11-19 And Aaron shall bring the bullock of the sin
offering, which is for himself, and shall make an atonement
for himself, and for his house, and shall kill the bullock of the
sin offering which is for himself: 12 And he shall take a
censer full of burning coals of fire from off the altar before the
LORD, and his hands full of sweet incense beaten small,
and bring it within the vail: 13 And he shall put the incense
upon the fire before the LORD, that the cloud of the incense
may cover the mercy seat that is upon the testimony, that he
die not: 14 And he shall take of the blood of the bullock, and
sprinkle it with his finger upon the mercy seat eastward; and
before the mercy seat shall he sprinkle of the blood with his
finger seven times.
