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Tabernacles / Sukkot / Booths

A Lev 23:39-44 Also on the fifteenth day of the seventh
month [nearly October], when you have gathered in the
fruit of the land, you shall keep the feast of the Lord for
seven days, the first day and the eighth day each a
Sabbath. 40 And on the first day you shall take the fruit
of pleasing trees [and make booths of them], branches of
palm trees, and boughs of thick (leafy) trees, and willows
of the brook; and you shall rejoice before the Lord your
God for seven days. 41 You shall keep it as a feast to
the Lord for seven days in the year, a statute forever
throughout your generations; you shall keep it in the
seventh month. 42 You shall dwell in booths (shelters)
for seven days: All native Israelites shall dwell in booths,
43 That your generations may know that | made the
Israelites dwell in booths when | brought them out of the
land of Egypt. | am the Lord your God. 44 Thus Moses
declared to the Israelites the set or appointed feasts of
the Lord.

History

A The origins of Sukkot are found in an
ancient autum harvest festival. Indeed it Is

often referred to as hag ha -asif NThe
Harvest Festival . o M

and ritual of the holiday revolves around
rejoicing and thanking God for the
completed harvest, and the sukkot
represent the huts that farmers would live
In during the last hectic period of harvest
before the coming of the winter rains.




At Home

A As soon after the conclusion of Yom Kippur as
possible, often on the same evening, many
begin building the sukkah, or hut, that is the
centr al Sy mbol of t he
least three sides, whose roof iIs made out of
thatch or branches. It is traditional to decorate
the sukkah and to spend as much time in it as
possible.

I Meals are eaten in the sukkah, and some
have even been known to sleep in it.

I The tradition of putting honey on the challah
bread during Sukkot meals is common.

A Four Species:A major focus of worship in the Sukkot is the
waving of the Afour specieso d
this custom is a verse in the Torah. The Israelites are
commanded to nNntake the produce
palm trees, boughs of leafy trees, and willows of the brook and
y Ou shal l rejoice before Adona
(Leviticus 23:40).

A Lulav and Etrog:The rabbinic tradition understood this to
mean that one should acquire a palm branch; the branch is
placed in a holder together with sprigs of myrtle and willow
branches. These three are collectively referred to as the lulav,
since the palm is the dominant feature. The etrog is a variety
of citrus fruit also known as a citron.

The Second Temple Period

A During this holy day, a priest would take a water
pitcher down to the Pool of Siloam, dip it in the
water and carry it back to the Temple.

A Crowds of people would form a huge
processional behind the priest, dancing, singing
and chanting Psalms (1137 118) as they
entered the Temple mount.

A For each of the first six days of Sukkot, the
processional would circle the Temple altar one
time, and on the seventh day there would be
seven processionals to magnify the joy.



The Second Temple Period

A The highlight of the ceremony came when
the priest dramatically poured the water at
the altar of the Temple. The response of
the multitudes was so immense that the
Talmud says, who ever has not been in
Jerusalem for this ceremony has not even
experienced real joy! Hence, it became
known as the Rejoicing of the House of
Drawing Water.

A With joy you will draw water from the well
of salvation.



SukkotIn The New Testament

A Sukkot in Jesus time was a major celebration often
referredto simplyas i T h e F eltansarporated
ceremonies using light and water.

A Yeshua celebrated Tabernacles. Jesus came to the
temple during Succot and proclaimed

I John 7:.37-38 On the last day, that great day of the
feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, "If anyone
thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. 38 He who
believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his
heart will flow rivers of living water ." NKJV

A He was asking does anyone understand the true
significance of this ceremony? If anyone thirsts let him
believe in me. | am the Messiah who will pour out the
Holy Spirit on Israel! Drink of Me and never thirst
again.



Sukkot And: Rich Spiritual Lessons

A The apostle John openly declares the divine nature of
Yeshua (Jesus) by using Succot as the Metaphor.

A John 1:1 (Gen 1:1-2)) In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word was God .

A John 1:14 And the Word became flesh _ and dwelt
among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the
only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. NKJV

A When was the actual date of Yeshua's birth in
Bethlehem?

A The Catholic Church, since the fourth century, adopted
December 25", as the official day to acknowledge
Adwel t o rthelncarnationamf the Messiah or
"nGod Coming I n The Fl esh. o

A Most historians admit that this was in concession to the
pagans of the Roman Empire and Europeans than to the
Holy Scriptures.

A The early Catholic Church"Christianized" existing
pagan days and festivals to accommodate and try to
Influence the many new converts who celebrated the
Winter Solstice on December 25,



Some Controversy

A December 25", happened to be an ancient
feast to celebrate the winter solstice.

A It had no biblical or historic basis as the
nirth of Yeshua, but was adopted by the
Roman Catholic Church as the date for His
nirth.

A When the apostle John describes the birth
of the Messiah, he paints it in terms of
Tabernacles. The simplicity of this logic Is
astounding.



Some Controversy

A God's plan of salvation is illustrated through the
Biblical Feasts He has revealed as His Feasts, to Israel
and the New Testament church. (Lev. 23:1 & 31).

A Critical events regarding God's plan are consistently
fulfilled on these special days of Passover, Unleavened
Bread, First Fruits, Pentecost, Rosh Hashanah, Yom
Kippur and Tabernacles.

A We find Messiah dying on the cross as our Passover
lamb on the very day of Passover .

A The pouring out of the first fruits of God's Holy Spirit
likewise takes place on the appropriate holy day of
Pentecost .

A Would such an important event as the birth of the
Messiah go unheralded by one of these biblical feasts?
