"Easter”.

Similarly, the "Teutonic
dawn goddess of fertility [was] known variously as
Ostare, Ostara, Ostern, Eostra, Eostre, Eostur, Eastra,
Eastur, Austron and Ausos."

that person shall be cut off from Israel. 16 On the first
day you shall hold a solemn and holy assembly, and on
the seventh day there shall be a solemn and holy
assembly; no kind of work shall be done in them, save
[preparation of] that which every person must eat d
that only may be done by you. AMP

What Does Leavened Do?
A Little Bit Of Sour Dough

A Leaven puffs up, and adds no nutritional value.

A Leaven works silently, secretly and gradually
until the whole lump is leavened. Until the whole
batch becomes like itself (leaven).

A In the Old Testament and New Testament it is
used to symbolize evil in doctrine or practice, It
must be put away.




Remove The Leaven Of Worldliness
From Your House

1. The Leaven of Herod was worldliness'.

A Herod was very sinful and worldly in his ways. He

worldly sly as a fox, sensual, proud and
murderous. HE WAS CONTROLLED BY THE
SPRIRIT OF THE WORLD.

The Leaven of the Sadducees.

Matt 16:6-12 Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed
and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of
the Sadducees. 7 And they reasoned among
themselves, saying, It is because we have taken no
bread. 11bHow is it that ye do not understand that |
spake it not to you concerning bread, that ye should
beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the
Sadducees? 12 Then understood they how that he
bade them not beware of the leaven of bread, but of
the doctrine of the Pharisees and of the
Sadducees.(KJV)

This leaven was the leaven of false doctrine
modernism, new age, paganism and occult. They did
not believe in the supernatural, in spirit, in angels, or in
bodily resurrection.

2 And ye are puffed up, and have
not rather mourned, that he that hath done this deed
might be taken away from among you.V:7 Purge out
therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump,
as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover Is
sacrificed for us: (KJV)

Paul said, it was the LEAVEN OF MALICE AND
WICKEDNESS, which was OLD LEAVEN and needed
purging out.

The purging out of the leaven as seen in this epistle is the
proper use of church discipline. All churches need to
purge out sin and its leavening influence.

The Priest was then to take this one sheaf and
wave it before the Lord in The Temple.

This was to be doneon SWKH PRUURZ DI
6 D E E D.Wd<one could eat of the bread or
roasted grain of the corn harvest until that

sheaf had been presented to the Lord and
accepted for Israel
