Which Of The Ten Commandments Did 

Jesus Repeal?

Why are laws repealed? 

1. The law may be unenforceable. 

2. It may be unpopular with the people.

3. The law simply canôt be maintained.

ÅBecause of massive disobedience (ñThey 
canôt put all of us in jailò).



Which Of The Ten Commandments Did 

Jesus Repeal?

We could point to dozens of examples, but there is

still only one fundamental reason for the repeal of

a law: 

1. It is not a good law. 

2. It was either (1) a bad law in the first place, or 
(2) it became a bad law in time. 

3. For which of these reasons did Jesus repeal 
the Ten Commandments? 



Do You See The Problem Weôre 

Dealing With? 

]Itôs one thing to create a doctrinal argument to 
the effect that God abolished the law, but itôs 
another matter to explain why such a thing 
should be done. 

]This brings us logically to the next question. The 
question is simple enough, but receives 
surprisingly little attention. 

]What is the effect of repealing a law? 



When A Law Is Repealed 

]When a law has been abolished or repealed, it is 

no longer a crime to break that law. 

]Technically you cannot break it because it no 

longer exists. 

]An action that previously was considered a 

crime, worthy of punishment is now deemed 

acceptable by society. 



When A Law Is Repealed

]During prohibition, you could have gone to jail 
for having a case of beer, wine or whisky in the 
trunk of your car. 

]After prohibition was repealed, that same case 
of alcohol made you no more a criminal than 
would a suitcase full of clothes. 

]Once a law is repealed or abolished, there are 
no more penalties, no more guilt, no fines, no 
imprisonment not even an admonition from the 
judge. You cannot break the law, for it is no 
longer a law. 



When A Law Is Repealed

]Is  the law of God different in some way?

]Perhaps the Ten Commandments could be 

abolishedé.. and yet it is still wrong to break 

them? 

]No! 



When A Law Is Repealed

]John categorically defined sin so no one could 

misunderstand: ñSin is the transgression of the 

lawò (I John 3:4). 

]What happens to sin, if the law is abolished? 

]Listen to Paulôs reply: ñFor where no law is, there 

is no transgressionò (Romans 4:15). Later in the 

same epistle, Paul affirms, ñSin is not imputed 

when there is no lawò (Romans 5:13). 



Letôs See If We Can Understand This

]Suppose for a moment the Commandment 

ñThou shalt not stealò is abolished. 

ZIf the Ten Commandments and law were 

abolished, then thou shalt not steal no longer 

exists.

]Since there is no law, then it is not a 

transgression to steal. In that case, there is no 

penalty, no guilt, and no forgiveness needed. 



No One Suggests That Itôs All Right 

For A Christian To Steal

]Why does anyone argue that the Ten 

Commandments were abolished? 

]Some argue that ñthe law of loveò keeps us from 

stealing even though the Ten Commandments 

are abolished. 

]Why should love keep us from doing something 

that isnôt wrong anymore? And, if it is still wrong 

to do it, why argue that the law doesnôt exist? 



Which Of The Ten Commandments 

Did Jesus Repeal?

]Is it possible that those who advance this 
argument donôtreally believe that the Ten 
Commandments are abolished?

]The Sermon on the Mount is one of Jesusô most 
fundamental teachings. In the Sermon on the 
Mount Jesus said: 

ZñThink not that I am come to destroy the law 
or the prophets: I am not come to destroy but 
to fulfillò (Matthew 5:17).



How Are We To Understand This 

Statement? 

]Did Jesus mean to say; 

ZñThink not that I am come to destroy the law 

or the prophets: I am not come to destroy but 

to abolishò? 

]Western theology says, ñnotice that Jesus 

fulfilled the law, so it was then able to pass 

away.ò



]Matt 5:17-18 ñDonôt think that I have come to abolish the 
Torah or the Prophets. I have come not to abolish but to 
complete. 18 Yes indeed! I tell you that until heaven and 
earth pass away, not so much as a yud or a stroke will 
pass from the Torah ð not until everything that must 
happen has happened. CJB

]Matt 5:17-18 Do not think that I have come to do away with 
or  undo the Law or the Prophets; I have come not to do 
away with or undo but to complete and fulfill them. 18 For 
truly I tell you, until the sky and earth pass away and 
perish, not one smallest letter nor one little hook 
[identifying certain Hebrew letters] will pass from the Law 
until all things [it foreshadows] are accomplished. AMP

]Matt 5:17-18 "Do not think that I have come to abolish the 
Law or the Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but 
to fulfill them. 18 I tell you the truth, until heaven and earth 
disappear, not the smallest letter, not the least stroke of a 
pen, will by any means disappear from the Law until 
everything is accomplished. NIV



Have Heaven And Earth Passed?

]Have all things written in the law and the prophets come 

to pass? 

]Jesus explains the consequences of what He just said: 

ZñWhosoever therefore shall break one of these least 

commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be 

called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but 

whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall 

be called great in the kingdom of heavenò (verse 19).

]These would be strange words if Jesus intended to nail 

the Ten Commandments to the cross, and abolish the 

them and every law in the bible.

Have Heaven And Earth Passed?

]After the giving of the Ten Commandments and 
after Israel had boldly promised that they would 
keep the law, God said; 

]ñThey have well said all that they have spoken. 
O that there were such an heart in them, that 
they would fear me, and keep all my 
commandments always, that it might be well with 
them, and with their children forever!ò 
(Deuteronomy 5:29). 



Have Heaven And Earth Passed?

] Jesus kept the Ten Commandments perfectly throughout His 
life here on earth. Jesus Christ is ñthe same yesterday, today, 
and foreverò (Hebrews 13:8). 

] Acts 15:19-22 Therefore it is my opinion that we should not 
put obstacles in the way of and annoy and disturb those of the 
Gentiles who turn to God, 20 But we should send word to 
them in writing to abstain from and avoid anything that has 
been polluted by being offered to idols, and all sexual 
impurity, and [eating meat of animals] that have been 
strangled, and [tasting of] blood. 21 For from ancient 
generations Moses has had his preachers in every town, 
for he is read [aloud] every Sabbath in the synagogues. 
22 Then the apostles and the elders, together with the whole 
church, resolved to select men from among their number and 
send them to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas. They chose 
Judas called Barsabbas, and Silas, [both] leading men among 
the brethren, and sent them. AMP
