It is an assumption that a divine mysterious, loving,
and sovereign plan is behind and controlling euvil
events in our world. This view encourages an
approach to evil that defines it as an intellectual
problem to be solved ratherthana  spiritual
opponent to be overcome.

If all evil is believed to serve a higher purpose, then
clearly oneod0s sense of ur
compromi sed, while oneos
becomes diminished. This has been the classic
traditional view since the time of St. Augustine.
